
  

Dear Brothers and Sisters ~ Last month was the occasion of two major events, the effects of which will extend 

into September, that I need to explain to you in this issue.  

 The first event, and the one with the more far-reaching consequences for us as a Church, 

of course, was Bishop Lawrenceôs report to the Clergy of the Diocese on August 13th, 

following the 76th Triennial Convention of the American Episcopal Church. Appropri-

ately held in Anaheim, California, directly across the street from Disney Land and the Fan-

tasy Kingdom, so disastrous was the outcome of that Convention, that the Diocese of South 

Carolina is planning to differentiate itself from TEC in a very dramatic, but totally legal 

way. I have some very important things to say to you about this action elsewhere in this is-

sue. Please be sure to read my article in this publication on page 6. 

 The second event for us was The Twelfth Annual Charity Golf Tournament  which Epiphany sponsors 

every year at The Santee-Cooper Resort Golf Course and Country Club. 

Held on Saturday, August 22nd, it was a wonderful event, blessed with unusu-

ally good weather and attended by a smaller than usual, but deeply appreciative 

field of golfers who thoroughly enjoyed themselves. Although focused on one 

day, such a tournament is always proceeded by several weeks of hard work on 

the part of more than 35 volunteers who line up sponsorship, secure prizes from 

local merchants, and attend to all the small details required to carry off such a 

major event. Then on the day of the event, about 25 volunteers sign in the golf-

ers, attend to their needs, set up the Club House, and prepare the food for the big 

Awards Luncheon that concludes the day. One of the special features of this 

yearôs Tournament was the participation of a local Celebrity, retired Coach Willie Jeffries, ñThe winningest 

Football Coach in South Carolina State History ( pictured above presenting an autographed football to high 

bidder, Huey Mitchum of Santee ).

 Of course, the really great thing about this Tournament is that NONE of the income raised is retained by 

Epiphany Church. This is one of our major Out-Reach Projects to support Ministries outside of our Church 

Family.

We are proud to be associated with each of these 

Ministries, and continue to work directly with both of them throughout the year. Both are always in need of vol-

unteers to assist them, and in-kind support for their various programs.

..."Peace be with you!"  John 20:19  
How would you respond to a group of fellow workers if you 
were their leader and you poured your life into them, teach-
ing them all you know for three years, only to have them dis-
band and go their own way when troubles came? What 
would you say to them after you were reunited for the first 
time? Perhaps you might scold them. Perhaps you might cite 
each one's offense. At the least, you might shame them for 
their lack of faithfulness and courage.  
After Jesus was crucified and raised from the dead, He ap-
peared to the disciples. His first words to them were, "Peace 
be with you!" The word grace means "unmerited favor." 
When someone loves you unconditionally, without regard to 
your behavior in return, it becomes a powerful force in your 
life. Such was the case for the disciples when Jesus ap-
peared to them. They could have expected reprimand. In-
stead, they received unconditional love and acceptance. He 
was overjoyed to see them. They were equally overjoyed to 
see Him.  
Jesus understood that the disciples needed to fail Him as 
part of their training. It would be this failure that became their 
greatest motivation for service. Failure allowed them to ex-
perience incredible grace for the very first time. Grace would 
transform them as human beings.  
Have you experienced this grace in your life? Have you ex-
tended grace to those who have hurt you? Can you let go of 
any wrongs that have come through friends or associates?
